Do not use rangehood if grease filter are not installed.

Before cleaning or performing maintenance, disconnect the rangehood from the power supply by using
the appropriate mains or isolation switch or unplugging it.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly
qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

The room must have sufficient ventilation when the rangehood is being used simultaneously with gas or
fuel-burning appliances.

Switch on the rangehood motor before you begin cooking, and keep it running for 10-15 minutes after you
finish.

The rangehood must not be used as an aspirator.

Avoid cooking food directly over an open flame or operating gas burners under the rangehood without
cookware in place.

Before Installation

3. Ensure that the installation location is well-ventilated and permanently ventilated. Follow all local laws and
regulations, and ensure the installation complies with applicable standards.

4. Use an electrical connector with a ground connection appropriate for your location. Verify that the voltage
in your area matches the specifications on the appliance’s rating label. This appliance must be connected
to a grounded electricity supply.

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E. Cleaning your Rangehood

& Before cleaning always switch off and disconnect from power!

Cleaning surfaces on the rangehood

Clean with warm soapy water and a soft sponge/cloth. Never use abrasive detergent, scouring pads, steel
wool or solvents on any part of this appliance. Always make sure to dry the appliance after cleaning and never
leave wet, as this will cause irreparable damage.

After cleaning rangehood, wipe down with a micro fiber cloth and buff surface of rangehood to get a streak-
free finish.

Cleaning the filters

Filters should be cleaned every 3 to 6 weeks or after 60 hours of use. You can clean them in a dishwasher
using a hot cycle (60°C) or soak them in a degreasing agent for an hour, then rinse thoroughly and dry before
reinstalling.

To ensure this appliance functions effectively, regular maintenance is essential. The metal cassette filter
captures dust and oil, preventing them from entering the motor.

Clogged filter can restrict airflow, potentially causing the motor to overheat and pose a fire hazard.

Note: Filters may be washed in the dishwasher, but the color of the metal mesh may change after several
washes. This is normal and does not require replacement of the filters.
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F. Replacing Light Bulb

Also be careful of the old bulb, as it maybe hot, leave until it has cooled down.

& Before replacing light bulbs always switch off rangehood and disconnect from power!

What depth should the overhead cabinet be?

When installing an undermount
rangehood into overhead
cabinetry it is important to
conside the depth of cabinet and
the position of rangehood in the
cabinet.

The wider the overhead cabinetry
the better the hood can capture
the smoke and steam created by
the cook top.

It's also important to position the
hood towards the front of the
cabinet, which creates a better
suction area for the smoke and
steam to be caught by the hood.

What is the recommended height between cooktop & rangehood?

It is important to make sure your rangehood is between the minimum and maximum heights from the cooktop.
The maximum height guaranties the rangehood can capture all the smoke and steam generated at the cooktop.

The minimum height makes sure that heat from the cooktop is safe to enter the rangehood.

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H. Condensation Information

Cooking with Induction Cooktops

Cooking with an induction or similar cooktop, may produce condensation on the rangehood.

Unlike basic electric or gas cooking, induction cooktops heat food and liquid instantly, which in turn,
produces vapours rapidly. Because of this rapid process, the rangehood filters do not have enough time to
warm, which increases the chance of condensation forming.

There are many variables that may contribute to condensation forming, some of which include but are not
limited to:

- Variance in climate - geographical location

« Position of your home & kitchen - morning/afternoon sun

- Installation distance from cooktop to the rangehood

» Speed of food & liquid heating

- Filter size - larger canopy preferred

» Quality of pots or cookware you are using - high quality recommended

How to reduce the possibility of condensation forming:

« Ensure the rangehood is installed by a qualified professional, carefully following the
installation guide.

« Turn on the rangehood 5-10 minutes prior to cooking, and leave on for 10-15 minutes after cooking;
this helps clear remaining vapours from the flue.

« Start the cooking process at a low-to-medium setting and allow time for the rangehood to warm up.

« Clean filters regularly.

« Ensure constant airflow in the cooking zone; this helps optimise the rate of extraction.

« Follow all induction cooktop manufacturer advice.

Check the outlet, make sure it is not blocked and
you have the correct diameter ducting installed.

Check the ducting has not come off the
rangehood outlet or has been eaten through by
rodents.

Loud noise from the rangehood manual, make sure the flexi ducting is installed
correctly, eg. Length of ducting used, keep the
ducting taut.
